Half day tour to Aix-en-Provence

Enjoy visiting Aix en Provence. Do not miss out on one of the most famous “Cours” in France, the Cours Mirabeau, once a street for horse-drawn coaches and the link between the Mazarin quarter and the old commercial town. 
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Located in the center of Aix, the Cours Mirabeau is a beautiful tree-lined avenue, with one side lined with wonderful terrace cafés and bookshops. If you sit at only one French sidewalk café outside of Paris, it should be here, where the air is warm, the light sublime and the sidewalk alive. 

Aix-en-Provence is full of fountains. Everywhere, throughout the town, fountains big and small bubble.  
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The center of Aix en Provence is the old town, surrounded by a circular boulevard and squares. It's a small enough area to explore on foot.  

Admire the mansions in the Mazarin district, the 4 dolphins square with the graceful 4 dolphins fountain and Saint Jean de Malta church, a fortified gothic church built at the end of the 12th century.
