Full day tour to Les Alpilles Countryside

Meet your guide at your hotel or in Saint Remy de Provence.

First stop: visit Saint Remy de Provence, a particularly interesting town because of its typical architecture: 
· an old center with quaint 17th and 18th century houses and narrow cobblestone streets, surrounded with ramparts, 
· a circular boulevard around the ramparts planted with plane trees (syamores of Provence), immortalized by Van Gogh. 

When one discovers Saint Remy, one falls in love with the authentic atmosphere, so very Provençal.

Continue on to Les Baux de Provence and visit this spectacular hilltop village and the open air ruins of the Chateau. 

Les Baux de Provence is one of the most photogenic hill towns in Provence.  Once a brilliant center of the 14th-century courts of love, it retains only its city walls, ramparts and Chateau from where the panorama embraces the mountains and plains of Provence.

Continue on to Eygalières where you will see the Saint Sixte Chapel.  Built in the 12th century on the top of a rocky hill, this roman chapel is quite simple. You will have a lovely view over Eygalières and the surrounding hills.
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
